
 

SEVENTEEN VALLEY PINOT NOIR 2007 
 

WINEMAKERS NOTES:  

The Pinot Noir grapes used to produce this wine were sourced predominantly from 
Mount Riley’s premium 17 Valley Vineyard in the south of the Marlborough river valley. 
This site is exposed to intense sunshine, perfect for the production of grapes with 
concentration and intensity. The grapes that make up this wine were harvested at 
extremely low yields - around 2 tonnes per acre - and were hand picked. The wine was 
matured for 13 months in predominantly French oak barriques. 
 
 
TASTING NOTES: 

Colour Ruby red. 
Bouquet A lifted bouquet with berry 

fruit and floral aromas 
complemented by rich 
chocolate and spice. 

Palate A soft and elegant palate with 
rounded tannins and great 
flavour concentration. 

Drink  Will improve over the next 3 
years and drink well for up to 
10 years. Match with red meat 
or pasta dishes.
