In 2009 Mount Riley’s winery expansion project got 
underway.  We are increasing the size of our tank 
farm by 420,000 litres (that‘s over half a  million   
bottles of wine!) and upgrading our winery               
refrigeration.  This will be completed in time for the 
2009   vintage, which we expect to start mid-March.  
In the vineyards, our staff have been busy managing 
crops in a prosperous season.  We had a warm spring 
in 2007 and continued good weather in 2008 through        
flowering and fruit set.  We have been removing 
shoots and bunches to bring yields down and ensure 
quality over quantity.  As this newsletter goes to print, 
bird protection netting is being put up in the vineyard 
around our winery - vintage isn’t far off now!
